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Messaging options in the SLS Moodle 
You have now joined the Hampshire SLS Moodle and this means that you are able to post to some forums available on the Moodle.  To enable you to receive updates of the postings on the forums the system will use the email address you have provided. You may have noticed some messages starting to arrive recently.
As a Moodle user you have complete control over how and what messages are delivered to you.  However, changing your messaging options will have a significant impact on how others communicate with you. This document demonstrates how to change your messaging options and the consequences of those changes. 
Forum Digests 

When a post is made on any Moodle forums you have access to, the content of that post is also emailed to you.  By default, all these posts are collated in one single email that is sent each day. You can change these settings:

· Enter a course

· Click the Profile link                      [image: image5.jpg]
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· Choose your preferred selection from the email digest drop down list (if you cannot see the email digest field click show advanced button).  See the next section for explanations of the selections in detail. 
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· Click Update profile 
Email Digest Types:

No digest – Each forum posting will be delivered as a separate message as and when it is posted. 

Pros: You will receive forum postings in real time. 

Cons: If the forums are active you will receive lots of emails 

Complete - You will receive one email each day containing the full text of all the posts that have been made that day. 

Pros: You will only receive one email per day. 

Cons: If time sensitive or urgent information is posted in a forum (including the course news/announcements forum) you will know nothing of it until the end of the day. 

Subjects – You will receive one email at the end of each day containing the subjects of any posts that have been made that day. 

Pros: You will only receive one email per day. 

Cons: If time sensitive or urgent information is posted in a forum (including the course news/announcements forum) you will know nothing of it until the end of the day. 

You will need to visit the forum in Moodle to read the contents of the posts.
To stop all messages

· Enter a course

· Click the Profile link   

· Click ( next to your email address
